1) Evaluation of working with wind turbines and sun oven in classes IP2 and TE2.
Teachers who worked on this, Yngve in TE2 and Martin in IP2, is very satisfied and want to continue cooperation with future classes. Although the students have liked the tasks. The stand for wind turbines is almost ready and two of five wind turbines are ready. It made even a little on sun oven. The structures will be completed and test run at the beginning of the autumn term. 
Martin has had some contact with the teacher Nina Köhler in Essen, among other things, she has been mailing drawings. The structures built, however, built on the basis Brogårdsgymnasiet drawings. 
Some students at Presterudsgymnasiet have written reports in English on their designs. All, however, have not done this and it has not been made in the subject English. In future projects should report writing streamlined better.   
2) Preliminary planning for early autumn.
When the constructs above, the test run at the beginning of the fall semester begins work on a mapping of the energy situation in Germany and in Sweden, where the Germans are investigating the Swedish situation and the German. Content and presentations are planned in early autumn. 
3) Reporting of the project.
We now have soon implemented a year of our Comenius Project and is thus obliged to make a reporting to the International Program Office by June 30. Interim reports to consist of three parts:
1. Interim Report 2009 (Progress report): This consists of two parts: a Word document to be completed in English, signed by the rector and of the contact and stamped and sent by mail to the Program Office, part of completed online and the content comes from the word document.
2. A short presentation of our partnership, which, completed in an attached Word document and emailed to the Program Office.
3. Activities in your Comenius Partnership. Submit data on when you arrange your activities within the partnership at your school. We want to know the type of activity, date and time. It is valuable information for us and is required inter alia to enable us to plan the project visits during the year. This emailed to the program office.

4) Instruction in German.
According to the rules for our bilateral Comenius project, students were taught in at least 20 h in the partner school language, dvsi our case German. In our application we stated the following for how we want to organize this:
1: About 20 h
2: A qualified teacher of German as part of the project.
3: Vocabulary through simple texts and very oral exercises, such as role playing. 

4: Being able to speak and understand in everyday situations.
Proposed scheduled this spring by 1.5 veckotimmar during weeks 2-16, a total of 13 weeks. Werner Grill in charge of designing the teaching of German use in an appropriate manner. Proposal mentioned were the use of step-5-pupils and teachers, conversation exercises, develop an appropriate educational materials (the pupils) and watch German films. 
5) The project's economics.
Earlier this spring we received a quote from the ticket shop in Kristinehamn at 91 000 SEK for the bus to Essen. Bergkvara Buss has made an offer for the same journey of 69,125 kr. This substantially improves our economy and now we have a total of 18 000 SEK plus (see attached resbudget). According to German-Swedish Chamber of Commerce, we can get the VAT (19%) of our accommodation in Essen refunded, which will mean an addition of nearly 20 000 kr. We are investigating this further by using, among other municipal financial Erika Billow (0550-858 49).
6) Teachers Travel to Essen
Subject to VAT on accommodation refunded, we are still interested in a teaching trip to Essen. The dates 23-26 September is the appropriate date for both the Germans and us.
